Aim was to refine a package of job search/career planning activities and resources for international students whose first language is not English.  The dual purpose was to create a virtual learning environment (VLE) resource and a print resource.  The target audience was final year undergraduates, post-graduate diploma and masters students, and final year PHD students.  With both resources, students can study independently and at their own pace and the VLE resource has built-in interactivity features.



	Description of how activity/initiative is/was conducted, e.g. who is/was involved, timescales, communication, evaluation, sustainability :
The University of Glasgow’s Careers Service and the Teaching and Learning Service collaborated to develop the VLE and print resources.  The resource was developed in early 2007 but the first evaluation of the VLE site occurred in June when Teaching and Learning staff demonstrated it to careers service staff in a 2 hour training session.

The VLE resource is already a working model with a range of interactivity features such as quizzes and private journal and is attractive to students in terms of ease of access and use of visuals.

We are currently conducting an evaluation of the project and will be able to provide more information when it is completed.  This will be available at the end of August 2007.
